General Membership Meeting
June 28, 2011

President Jim Barrow called the meeting to order and explained that the meeting was called to discuss and vote on a proposed assessment of all members.  He stated that he would give a power point presentation to elucidate the reasons that the board is requesting the assessment.  After completion of his presentation the floor would be open to questions, comments and debate before a motion would be entertained to reflect the preferences of the membership.

Jim proceeded with his presentation, clearly showing that a need exists for more revenue in order for OCC to thrive.  Because of limitations in uniform dues increase as a result of the recent membership recruitment plan, the only way to produce revenue from the membership is an assessment.  Thus, the board proposes a $200 per member assessment to be paid in full with the July bill or to be paid in $100 payments in both the July and August bills.

The floor was open to comments and the first to speak was Guy Carroll, our PGA pro, who reiterated his initial inklings with the quality of OCC, both from a professional view of the course and from a personal perspective.  He further stated that after being associated with OCC for his tenure of two months, he believes even more strongly that his first impressions were accurate and that the members may not fully realize and appreciate the quality of what we have for our level of dues.
After other supportive comments and subsequent questions and discussions, a motion was made from the floor that each member is assessed $200 to be paid in either one payment with the July dues or two payments of $100 each with both the July and August bill.  The motion also directed the board to increase the cart fee in the amount of $2 for 18 holes when they believe it to be appropriate , and to be prepared to propose an assessment for the next fiscal year with a plan that will allow that assessment to be paid in monthly installments. The president asked that all members in favor of the motion please stand to be counted.  The count revealed that 67 members favored the motion and when asked that those who oppose the motion please stand after everyone was again seated, there were no opposing votes.
With no further business, Jim adjourned the meeting, asking that the board members remain.

With board members, Jim Barrow, Lisa Factor, David McNeill, Greg Edwards, Royce McCarty, Rip Rollins, Harry Warren, James Motsinger, and Ed Curtis in attendance, Jim called the meeting to order to discuss an increase in the cart fee.  A motion was made to increase the cart fee by $2 per 18 holes, effective immediately, and the motion carried unanimously.
The meeting adjourned.
