If Greetings from the Golf Shop of Oak-
woods Country Club. These are the last
of the days with brown grass, as tem-
peratures rise so does the green in the
grass, followed shortly by the over-
whelming urge to get out and play.

There are a lot of happenings beginning
this month and continuing throughout the
summer.

There are two demo days already sched-
uled with more to come. On Tuesday,
April 7™, the Ping Fitting Van will be here
from 3:00 until 7:00. This is a unique
opportunity as they have a Golfman
Launch monitor on site and Professional
Club Fitters with many more club combi-
nations than I normally have in the shop.
On Saturday, April 18", Callaway will
send their fitters to our range with all the
latest equipment they have to offer.
They will be available from 11:00 am
until 4:00 pm. So take a few minutes to
stop by each of these events to see what
everyone is talking about.

Tournament season is beginning to get
cranking. Our first Major Tournament of
the year is on April 12®" and 13™. The
Masters. It coincides the tournament
that goes on somewhere in Georgia and
allows each player in the field to bid on a
player from that tournament. Those who
played last year will be the best to tell
everyone what a great tournament it
was, with Bob Baker walking away with
the green jacket. We have tweaked the
format a bit this year as players will not
be flighted until after Saturday’s round
and each Augusta player will be auc-
tioned off only once and not to each
flight. We have also added a Calcutta to
Saturday night after the completion of
the second round. Starting times will be
a 10:00 shotgun on Saturday and a 1:00
shotgun on Sunday. There will be no
play on the course before the tournament
on Saturday, so those of you with a regu-
lar Saturday game, sign up for a fun
event.

The following week, the Wilkes Home
Builders Association will play the first of
their two yearly events at Oakwoods.
This is a very popular event and al-
ready has a full field of players. This
will be an afternoon shotgun start so all
carts will need to be returned to the
clubhouse by 11:30 in order to prepare
them for the tournament. All player
that wish to play that morning need to
be off the course by 12:30.

The next day, Saturday, April 18", the
MGA is sponsoring a Modified Stable-
ford event. With this event, you may
play in your regular Saturday group
and still participate in the tournament.
Players may play at any time during
the day and teams will not be drawn
until all play has ended. There will also
be an ongoing Skins Game associated
with all MGA tournaments. Each player
may enter for $1, a hole will be drawn
at the end of the day, if one player
wins that hole, he gets the pot. Should
no one win, the money carries over to
the next event where the same thing
happens. A player may only win the
percentage of the pot equal to the
number of events he has played in. Ex.
50% of the tournaments played in will
get the player 50% of the pot, so play
in all the events so that you are eligible
for a full cut of the winnings.

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Policies and Procedures of Note

Indebtedness to the Club

All financial obligations to the Club must be paid within thirty (30) days of the due date. Lists of such debtors
after thirty (30) days shall be posted and the names turned over to the Board of Governors for action. After
this date, such members shall be denied the privilege of the Club: and, on the first of the succeeding month,
notice shall again be given such delinquent members if dues are still unpaid; if dues have not been paid ten

(10) days after the second notice has been sent, a $25 late fee will be added on.

On the 30™ day of this second month, if dues and late fees are still unpaid, the secretary shall automatically
drop the names of such delinquents form the club enroliment.

Reinstatement Fee

Members requesting reinstatement from leaves of absences, suspensions, expulsions, or resignations shall pay
all cumulative past dues and fees in arrears as a condition of such reinstatement if the period of absence was
less than one full year from the date of action creating the absence. If such period was for more than one full
year, the member shall be required to pay a one-time, $500 reinstatement fee in lieu of cumulative past dues
and fees in arrears.
