Some of the decisions made and actions taken at the Janu-

ary meeting are as follows: 

1. Club employees must work 32 hours per week to be 

benefit eligible and each employee’s job performance 

will be evaluated at six-month intervals. 

2. Going forward, employees will pay a portion of any in-

crease in the premium cost of their medical insurance. 

3. The new HVAC unit has been installed and is working. 

4. The club’s 2008—2009 golf tournament schedule is com-

plete and available both in this newsletter and online. 

The course will not be closed for an outside tournament 

on Saturdays without a minimum $15,000 guarantee 

and Board approval. 

5. Mark Cook, from Boone, joined the club in January.  

6. The Pool Committee will investigate hiring a pool man-

ager to handle day-to-day operations of the pool as op-

posed to hiring a contract employee as in the past.

From the Club’s Bylaws—Article IV Section 1 

 

Indebtedness to the Club 

All financial obligations to the Club must be paid within thirty (30) days of the due date.  Lists of such 
debtors after thirty (30) days shall be posted and the names turned over to the Board of Governors for 
action.  After this date, such members shall be denied the privilege of the Club: and, on the first of the 
succeeding month, notice shall again be given such delinquent members if dues are still unpaid; if dues 

have not been paid ten (10) days after the second notice has been sent, a $25 late fee will be added on. 

On the 30th day of this second month, if dues and late fees are still unpaid, the secretary shall automati-
cally drop the names of such delinquents form the club enrollment.
