Dear Members:  

I hope you and your families are enjoying the summer.   Itôs hard to 

believe that July 4 th  has already come and gone.  I am happy to report 

that the July 4 th  fundraising tournament was a great success.  We ap-

preciate everyoneôs participation.  This event will certainly help offset 

the expenses to repair the damage from the flooding.

As we enter the last quarter of our 

fiscal year, we would like to do everything possible to recruit new 

members and try to get former members to rejoin.  As you probably 

know, for several years there has been a $500 reinstatement fee if 

someone rejoins the Club.  This was put in place to try to prevent res-

ignations in the winter and rejoining in the spring.  The current Board 

feels this is an important policy.  However, in an effort to help get 

former members to rejoin, the Board has voted to temporarily waive 

this fee for any former member who decides to rejoin before the new 

fiscal year begins October 1st.  Therefore, we urge you to please pass 

the word around and talk to former members and ask them to rejoin.  

If former members rejoin before September 30, 2009, they can do so 

without having to pay any reinstatement fee.  Once the new fiscal 

year begins, the reinstatement fees will have to be paid.  

Also, to help recruit new members, any current member who sponsors 

a new member will receive one monthôs free dues for each new mem-

ber that the current member sponsors.  A new member is someone 

who has not previously been a member at Oakwoods.  This policy will 

also be in effect through September 30, 2009.  

We are hopeful these measures will get some of our former members 

back and help add new members.  

I hope you have a great summer and I will see you at the Club.

July is a busy month at the club with 

the Tough Day Tournament on July 3 rd , 

and the 4 th  of July Scramble on July 4 th .  

Entry for the Tough Day is $25 per 

player and includes carts, range balls, 

and prizes.  You may make your own 

tee times and play any time during the 

day.  The Scramble is $75 per player 

and includes carts, range balls, prizes, 

and a hot dog lunch.  The beverage 

cart will be running both days.  Our 

premier event is the Member Guest 

Tournament which will begin on Friday, 

July 17 th .  The flights will be made fol-

lowing the first round this year with the 

corresponding activities following.  This 

will be a movement from last year and 

flighting after Friday will allow players 

to know their playing times for both 

Saturday and Sunday.

The golf 

cart batteries are checked on a regular 

basis with water filled when appropri-

ate.  The water level must not get too 

high when filling the batteries or when 

the carts are charged the acid and wa-

ter boil out of the battery.  As a battery 

is discharged the level of the water 

goes down in the battery and may even 

drop below the top of the cells.  This 

does not necessarily mean it is low of 

water.  We keep maintenance records 

on the carts and most often the prob-
