Dear Members:  

I am sorry to report that the golf course has sustained some significant 

damage from the flooding after Memorial Day.  Mike and his staff have 

been working hard to make repairs.  The biggest problems are at the 

#12 lake, the creek on #10, the main bridge on #10, and the creek on 

#2, #3, and #4.  We are still in the process of assessing the extent of 

the damage and the total costs to repair.  

Prior to this damage, the Board had decided to have a golf tournament 

to raise money for sod.  Now we have decided to earmark all the 

money raised in this tournament to pay for repairs that are needed due 

to the flooding.  

The tournament is set for July 4 th  and you will be receiving information 

about it in the near future.  Each member of the Board has committed 

to participate and/or contribute to this cause.  We need a big turnout 

for this tournament.  Please plan to play.  If you cannot play in the 

tournament, we will be accepting donations which will be used to pay 

for the repairs so we do not have to borrow the money.

I know that it 

was an inconvenience for the course ot 

be closed last week but even though 

the ground looked green, there was still 

water standing on the course as late as 

Saturday following the floods.
