With the recent 

rain, the greens and fairways are doing 

well.  The Bermuda collars seem to be 

having a tough time this spring.  A combi-

nation of a colder winter and compaction 

caused by mower traffic is keeping these 

areas from coming out.  I believe some of 

these areas can be improved by aerifying, 

raking, and fertilizing.  Others will most 

likely require sod to make them playable.  

Please be patient as we address these 

problem areas.  Also please remember 

with a smaller crew and a reduced budget 

these processes may take a little longer. 

Fairways have been mowed and we are 

still working on our mowing patterns.  Re-

member these are only paint lines and will 

change as is warranted. 

I hope as Spring continues you all will be 

able to enjoy the golf course.  As always 

please remember to rake bunkers and fix 

your ball marks.

Policies and Procedures of Note 

 

Indebtedness to the Club 

All financial obligations to the Club must be paid within thirty (30) days of the due date.  Lists of such 

debtors after thirty (30) days shall be posted and the names turned over to the Board of Governors for 

action.  After this date, such members shall be denied the privilege of the Club: and, on the first of the 

succeeding month, notice shall again be given such delinquent members if dues are still unpaid; if dues 

have not been paid ten (10) days after the second notice has been sent, a $25 late fee will be added on.  

On the 30th day of this second month, if dues and late fees are still unpaid, the secretary shall automati-

cally drop the names of such delinquents form the club enrollment.  

Reinstatement Fee 

Members requesting reinstatement from leaves of absences, suspensions, expulsions, or resignations shall 

pay all cumulative past dues and fees in arrears as a condition of such reinstatement if the period of ab-

sence was less than one full year from the date of action creating the absence. If such period was for 

more than one full year, the member shall be required to pay a one-time, $500 reinstatement fee in lieu 

of cumulative past dues and fees in arrears.
